
First Woman to Lead the Secret Service (Advanced 22)
On Tuesday March 26th, 2013, Barack Obama announced the first female director of the Secret Service. He said he wants to change the agency to have more female influence because the Secret Service has so much male power.  
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The Secret Service protects the president and his family and investigates (explores, look into) financial crimes.
The experienced Secret Service agent, Julia Pierson, who served as the agency’s chief of staff, will replace Mark Sullivan as the director of the Secret Service. Julia Pierson has been working for the Secret Service for 30 years. President Obama said in his announcement that Julia is always a hard-worker. Obama chose Pierson by himself; he did not need the Senate’s approval. 
 Last year in Cartagena, Colombia, thirteen Secret Service workers were in trouble after spending time with prostitutes. Eight workers were forced to quit the agency and three were excused. This event caused trouble for the U.S. Also because of this scandal, many Americans stopped trusting the Secret Service. 
Julia Pierson has a lot of experience in the Secret Service. She was the junior assistant director of the office of protective operations, the assistant director of human resources and training, and the chief of staff.
