[image: image1.wmf]Last year, on May 12 and May 19, Chhurim Sherpa stood on top of the world’s highest mountain, Mount Everest, which is 8,848 meters tall.
[image: image2.wmf]Guinness World Records recognized Chhurim Sherpa as the first woman to climb Mount Everest twice in one season. Not only is she the only woman that has climbed the mountain twice in one season, but she did it in eight days. She said, “It was tough, especially because I am a woman. There are no toilets up there.” Climbing Mount Everest twice in one season is extremely difficult. Because she was able to do it in eight days, her success is even more amazing.
Chhurim is from eastern Nepal, and last year was her first time climbing the mountain. She said, “Before climbing Mount Everest last May, I had only climbed smaller mountains.” She started climbing recently, in 2010.
