Popular Bluefin Tuna May Be in Danger (Basic 7)
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Not many Japanese people are worried about how many bluefin tuna are in the ocean. Sushi chef Kazuo Nagayama worries that not enough bluefin are left. Nagayama says, “I don’t think it’ll disappear, but we might not be able to catch any.”
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A new science report says that in the last 15 years, the number of bluefins who can have babies has gone down by about 75 percent. Most bluefin are caught too early to have babies, so less bluefin are born. This problem can be solved by making quotas, or laws that say how many bluefin can be caught in a year. Because fish is an important part of Japanese food and culture, it is important to think about the future of fish and how many there are in the ocean.
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
