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The My Lai massacre was a very important event during the Vietnam War. The massacre made Americans think about the Vietnam War and how it hurt the Vietnamese people. 

[image: image2.wmf]On March 16, 1968, U.S. Army soldiers went to the village of My Khe and killed about 500 men, women, and children. People weren’t scared because soldiers often came to the village. However, the soldiers were not there for peace. They pushed the villagers into a ditch, and shot them. Very few people lived.
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Many villagers stayed in My Khe, but many people grew up without parents, or brothers and sisters. People still feel the My Lai massacre and the Vietnam War, even today.
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
