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Liu Yi paints art of Tibetan self-immolators, or people who have set themselves on fire. He wants to help other Chinese people understand that the Tibetan people want “freedom of religion, of faith, and respect.” He paints pictures so that people can remember their sacrifice. Over 100 Tibetans have set themselves on fire to bring attention to China’s rule over Tibet.

Most Chinese think that the government is helping the Tibetan people, but the truth is different. Chinese government workers have come to his house three times in 10 days to throw away his work. He says he will keep painting until they put him in prison.
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
