[image: image1.wmf]“Baked fish is good, but wouldn’t it also be good to make fish soup?” Hunter-gathers, who made the world’s first cooking pots, might have thought this. There is a new study of pots made 15,000 years ago in Japan. It shows that the earliest fish soup was made from salmon.

Many scientists thought hunter-gathers were too busy hunting and looking for plants, so they did not have time to make pots. However, recent studies in China and Japan show that people made pots 20,000 years ago – many years before farming started. 
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What were they cooking in pots? At first, scientist thought they were cooking plants and nuts. But in a new study says it was fish soup.
